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History of our Magothy Church [part 3]
“Issues™

In 1859 a new church was built across from the cemetery. It was similar to the one
in use today, but it had steps across the entire front. Men and women sat separately.
The men entered and sat on the right and the women to the left. It was not until the
1880’s when J.C. Stewart was pastor that men and women could be seated to-
gether.

Lighting was kerosene (fuel) chandeliers hanging on chains from the ceiling.
Stoves were used for heat.

There was a gallery (balcony) in the rear of the building with stairways to the left
and right. This was evidence that slaves attended the service using these stairways
to the gallery. Men to the right and women to the left, the same way others were
seated below.

As mentioned in previous issues, the earliest church records started in 1881.
According to the first official US census in 1790, Anne Arundel County was sec-
ond to Prince Georges County in the numbers of slaves, 10,130 total.

Loyalties to either the north or south were divided during the civil war and it must
have affected the church. It is believed that church records and papers during the
war may have been hidden in someone’s home or destroyed by opposing armies.

It is certain that Magothy families owned slaves as they were =
an important factor in the economic life at that time. The

seating accommodations in the gallery were proof . However,
when the Methodist church took a stand against slavery, the
Jacobs family freed many slaves. It is safe to assume that
other Magothy church families did the same.
