As he signed in ASL: “No eye
has seen, no ear has heard, no person has imagined what God has prepared for those
people who love,” he asked the congregation to sign Paul’s words from 1
Corinthians 2:9 along with him. They did, responding in Korean, Japanese, Kenyan
and Sri Lankan sign languages. Korean and English '
translators voiced the sermon in their languages.
The next World Methodist Missions Conference for
the Deaf will be in August 2013 in Nairobi, Kenya.

The full story 1s published in North Texas Conference Reporter in October,

There were 360 persons in attendance at the conference,
mostly deaf people but also hearing people working with deaf Methodists around
the world. Represented were the countries of: China, VietNam, Japan, South Korea,
Sir Lanka, Guam, Kenya, Uganda, Singapore, and the United States (TX, WV, MD,
VA, PA, OK, & AZ).
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History of our Magothy Church [part 4]

Our previous issues told of a new church which was built in 1859. In those days most people
walked to church. Those who lived near water came by boat near the present day Mt. Carmel
Church on Mountain Road and walked the rest of the way.

There are also stories of oyster dredgers (usually from the Eastern Shore) anchoring their boats
in Bodkin Creek and joining the congregation. Often in the winter their boats would get
“frozen-in” and these people would stay for 2 or 3 weeks. People arriving by horse and buggy
trustingly left their buggies during a long service only to find that some mischievous boys had
mixed up their harnesses so when the reins were lifted, the horse went forward leaving the
buggy behind.

In 1875 at the Winchester Virginia Conference, Magothy Church became a separate charge and
was no longer served by circuit riders. The first full-time minister was John Ryland. There
were 54 members. Rev. Ryland’s salary was $500 a year. Records show that he was paid $409.
The balance was probably given in food and necessary items.

There were several improvements made to the church property including a parsonage between
1881-1883 and remodeling the church in 1886. Rev W.M. Hammock arranged a ceremony of
dedication upon its completion. It was scheduled for Sunday Service and on Saturday, ladies
of the church worked all day cleaning & preparing for the occasion. During the night one of
heating stoves caused a fire, destroying the entire building. Reverend Hammock was physi-
cally disabled, but under the stress, he was able to carry the pulpit from the burning church.
That pulpit is still in use today.

Members of Magothy were inspired to rebuild quickly. The men within in
the membership provided the labor, and the debt of the building was set-
tled by 1892.
